II. Введение в праздничную атмосферу:

Today is the 28th of October. In 2 days, on the 31st of October people in the USA, Great Britain and some other holidays will celebrate a wonderful holiday. How is it called?

Ch: - Halloween! (название праздника написано на доске)

T – Yes, it’s called Halloween. It’s a very interesting and funny holiday. More than that it is very, very old. As far as you remember, last year I told you about the origin of it, it’s customs and traditions. And today we’ll devote our lesson to this holiday too. I think, we can call our lesson to this holiday too. I think, we can call it “A Halloween Party”. And no wonder, I want to pay attention to this ghostly invitation: (на доске плакат)

III. Проверка страноведческих знаний учащихся о празднике, его традициях и обычаях.

T.; - And now let’s talk about Halloween. What do you know about this holiday?

Учащиеся отвечают на вопросы учителя на базе текста:

                                   Halloween.

1. Halloween means a “ holy evening” and takes place on the 31st of October.

2. It is celebrated by many people in the USA, Great Britain and some other countries.

3. Many centuries ago people thought that Halloween was the night when the witches and other evil spirits came out.

4. As they were afraid of them, they put on different clothes and painted their faces to deceive evil spirits

5. Nowadays, at parties people dress up in funny costumes and pretend they are witches, ghosts, devils, goblins, vampires, black cats, spiders, bats and monsters.

6. They cut horrible faces in pumpkins and put a candle inside, which shines through the eyes.

7. People put pumpkins lanterns on the window.

8. Children play different games, such as trying to eat an apple from a bucket of water without using their hands.

9. In the evening children go from house to house, knock on the doors and say “Trick or Treat”.

10. People usually give them sweets, fruit, cakes, cookies or money

11. If people don’t give children a “treat”, they play a trick on them, such as making a lot of noise or spilling flour on the doorstep.

P1 – Nowadays, at parties people dress up in funny costumes and pretend they are witches, ghosts, devils, goblins, vampires, black cats, spiders, bats and monsters.

T: - Yes, you are right. And I am sure; you can’t but agree with me that witches are especially popular at Halloween parties.

6. By the way, what do you know about witches?

Tell us what people thought of them in the past, what they looked like and why people were afraid of them.

                                         Witches.

  Today most of us associate witches with fairy-tales, but in the past people thought that there was a witch in every town and village.

  What did she look like? She was old and very ugly and she had a long black coat and a pointed hat on. She usually flew on a broomstick and made spells over her bubbling cauldron.

   The witch was blamed for everything that went wrong and people lived in fear of her powers.

  Most of all people were afraid of the witch’s curse. People believed that witches could cause sickness, pain and even death. They even thought that witches could control the weather.

   It was thought that the Devil lent to the witch a demon. The demon would take the appearance of a small animal, such as a cat, a toad or a rat. People thought that witches fed them with their own blood. 

7. It’s common knowledge that witches like to make their magic spells.

· What wonderful song about the witch’s spell do you know?

         Ch- “Winnie the witch’s song”

         T. – yes. Why not sing it now! Imagine that you are witches and you are making your magic spells over the bubbling cauldron.

9. Right you are. And what do people usually do with pumpkins?

T: - Yes, in other words people make pumpkin lanterns. Where do they put them?

T: - A pumpkin lantern is a good way to keep the witches and other evil spirits front your door on Halloween.

10. As far as you remember, everything in the evening on the 31st of October people can hear such words “ Trick or Treat”
· What do you think about this expression?

(Why do people pronounce such words?)

But the thought of a ghost scared her a little. Before she got into her bed that night, Ruth looked everywhere. She looked under her bed and under her rug. She looked in the living-room, in the kitchen and everywhere. But she didn’t find a ghost. And Ruth got into her bed. She turned off the light. “There is no one in this room, but me” – she thought. Then a terrible voice said: “And me!”

T- What do you think, who said these words “And me!”

Ch- A ghost!

T- Of course, it was a ghost.

T- So, did Ruth change her opinion about ghosts? What do you think?

- Does she believe in ghosts now?

c/ T- And now I’ll give you the story, which also may be called “A scary tale”. It is about 2 children, Dibs and Ellabell.

Listen to the story and think of the continuation of it at home.
V. “Halloween tree”: Dear friends, very often at Halloween Parties people and especially children decorate a Halloween tree. Why not do it now! Have a look! This is our Halloween tree! (банка с веткой)

At home you were to do ornaments for it. Let’s decorate our Halloween tree! All together! Hang your evil spirits on any branch you like.

VI. Games: And now, dear friends, it’s high time to have a rest and play games. It’s impossible to imagine a party without games, jokes, contests and competitions.

1/ To my mind, one of the most interesting games is to try to eat an apple from a bucket or a tub of water without using your hands. It will be our first game. There you can see a tub, filled with water and a dozen of apples in it. One at a time you will come to the tub, put your head into it and try to take (or to catch) an apple with your teeth, without using your hands. It may sound easy, but it isn’t.

2/”A ghost game”

How many players could recognize the spirit of a friend who returned as a ghost? Here’s a chance to find out. To play this game it is necessary to be divided into 2 groups. The1st group will go out and send back one of your member, draped in this sheet. The 2nd group will try to guess who this ghost is. You have only 1 chance to guess him or her. If you are wrong, another ghost from the same group will come in. and again you will have only 1 chance to guess him or her. If you are right, the 2nd group changes sides.

3/”Witch, where is your Broom?”

T- Who wants to be a witch?

Come here. В центре класса стоит стул. You will sit on this chair and cover your eyes. There is a broom under the witch’s chair/ one of you come to the chair, take the broom behind your back or under your chair. Then all of you say all together: “Witch, where is your broom?”

The witch opens her eyes, doesn’t stand up and tries to guess who has hidden the broom. She has 3 chances to guess. If the witch cannot guess where the broom is hidden, the pupil with the broom goes to the chair to become the new witch. If the witch does guess who has the broom, she remains the witch for another turn.

4/ And now let’s sing a wonderful song “Who’s afraid?”

Just wind the paper round and round until your whole body is covered.

6/”The parade of pumpkins” (тыквы стоят на парте около окна)

Now, at the very end of our Halloween party I want to pay your attention to these wonderful pumpkin lanterns. This is a parade of pumpkins, if it is possible to say so. You tried to do your best to make these lanterns and each owner of it will get a prize.
